The Camp Schedule is above.  Our thematic program is structured and includes the excitement and challenges of the 
following activities: 

·  Arts and Crafts:   Art adventures in varied art media are offered for individual expression and growth.  Families 
may be able to view their children's creative projects at the Ventura County Fair.  Craft activities include: beading, 
weaving, candle making, and much more! 

·  Sports and Group Games:  Groups participation in sports and games promotes cooperation and good 
sportsmanship.  At the same time, campers are developing their gross motor coordination.  Ping-pong, 
badminton, croquet, field hockey, volleyball, relay races, parachute fun, mini trampoline, hand ball, human tic-tac-
toe, steal the bacon, sponge war and water play are a few of our outdoor activities.

·  Camp Songs / Skits / Poems:  Summer camp experience is not complete without favorite camp songs.  We meet 

at the haystacks daily to learn songs and poems.  Once a week we act out a favorite story.  Hand clapping and 
jump rope rhymes are enjoyed by all and promote coordination.
